BROTHERS AND SISTERS THREE CORNERS GAME
INSTRUCTIONS

Label three corners of the room with an A, B, or C
Read out each question and ask the children to choose which answer suits them best. They then go to that corner of the room. The questions should generate some discussion and children can be asked to explain their choices. 

QUESTIONS

1. You are watching his favourite programme on the TV. Your older sister comes in and changes the channel to her best music channel. What should you do?
a) Let her watch what she wants and do something else instead.

b) Ask her if you can finish watching your programme first and then she can watch 
hers.

c) Grab the remote control and change the channel back.

2.  You have a friend from school round to play. Your little brother wants to join in but he keeps spoiling the game. What should you do?
a) Let him join in and change the game.

b) Tell him he can’t play with you and shut your bedroom door so can’t get in.

c) Tell him he can’t play right now but he can join in later when you are playing new 
game.

3. Your younger sister pinches you so you push her. She cries and your mum tells just you off. What do you do?
a) Tell your mum truthfully that you did push her and you are sorry but you would like her to say sorry for pinching you.

b) Push her again. You’re in trouble already so you might as well.

c) Complain loudly to your mum that you are always getting told off and it’s her fault.

4. Your older brother is allowed to stay up ‘till 9.00pm, but you always have to go to bed at 8 o’clock. What do you do?

a) Make a big fuss every night when it’s time for bed.

b) Ask your parents if you can stay up later at the weekend if you go to bed without a fuss during the week.

c) Go to bed at 8 o’clock but get up and play in your room quietly so no one can hear you.
