[image: image1.png]First Zionist Congress was assembled
by Theodore Herzl in Basel, Switzerland.
Zionism is a political movement based on
the belief that the Jewish people:

Zionism came about because Jews faced
persecution and discrimination in the
lands that they lived in since the fall of
the Second Temple in Jerusalem.
