●
Father  called Jesse 

●
Occupation – shepherd 

●
Helps his father with the sheep

●
Likes the job and the animals

●
Uses a sling and stone to frighten away wild animals and protect flock

●
Kills lions and bears with his bare hands. 

●
Offers to fight the giant Philistine Goliath ( Tanach, Nevi’im: 1 Samuel Chapter 14, Verses 3-7) Describe Goliath 

●
Kills Goliath (Tanakh, Nevi’im: 1 Samuel Chapter 17, Verses 40 – 51)

●
Becomes a celebrity especially popular with the women 
(Tanakh, Nevi’im 1 Samuel Chapter 18 Verse 6, 7, 8)


	David flees palace after King’s attempt to Kill him

	●
King Saul has moods and fits of anger and rage

●
Saul is also jealous of David. Why? (Tanakh, Nevi’im: 1 Samuel Chapter 18 Verses 6-9)

●
David often plays lyre to Saul to make him feel better (Tanakh, Nevi’im: 1 Samuel Chapter 19 Verse 9-10 )

●
Saul begins to hate David and throws spear at him (Tanakh, Nevi’im: 1 Samuel Chapter 18 Verses 10 and 11 and see above)

●
David escapes with his men and hides in cave in En–gedi (Tanakh, Nevi’im: 1 Samuel Chapter 24 Verses 1-23 )

●
Saul and army pursue David

●
David confronts Saul with piece of material and explains he could have killed Saul but chose not to do so. 


	David the Pop/Psalm star

Talented musician and songwriter, plays the lyre,  loves dancing 
(Tanakh, Nevi’im: 11 Samuel  Chapter 6 Verse 5)

●
Called “Sweet singer in Israel”  ( 2 Samuel Chapter 23 Verse1)

●
In his psalms David praises God on behalf of himself and the people

●
Plays music daily to sooth King Saul’s anger (Tanakh, Nevi’im: 1 Samuel Chapter 19 Verse 9-10 )

●
David wrote  72 out of the 150 psalms or songs/poems  in the Book of Psalms in theTanakh: Ketuvim

●
Check out some psalms in Ketuvim

●
We use many of the psalms in our Shabbat and in festivals ( See Siddur Lev Chadash Index page 658 , L’dor V’Dor) Psalms 24 and 29 are often sung when we return the Sefer Torah to the Ark on Shabbat

●

David takes the Levites (priests) and Zadok the High priest and they formed a procession with singers, musicians, and others. Leading the way to Jerusalem was David sings, dances wildly and leaps. David orders that bread and cakes with raisins should be distributed to everyone during the procession. (Tanakh, Nevi’im: 11 Samuel Chapter 6 Verses 12-15)

David sees Bathsheba (married to Uriah) and immediately falls in love with her (Tanakh, Nevi’im Samuel 11: Chapter 11.

●
David sends order for Uriah to be sent to the front line of the battle against the Philistines.

Uriah is killed in battle. 

●
David is stricken with guilt, is truly sorry, writes Psalm 51 and begs God to forgive him

●
God forgives him

●
David marries Bathsheba; first son dies but second son Solomon survives
