The Torah
–Come and Hear it!
The Torah service is the central part of our Shabbat morning service. Each week we read a different portion (Sedra) so that from one Simchat Torah to the next we have heard from the Five Books of Moses: Bereshit to Devarim. For the Haftarah a passage is selected from Nevi’im) the Prophets or Writings (Ketuvim) which has some connection with the Torah portion. Members of the congregation are honoured by being asked to open the Ark doors and undress the scroll, to lift the scroll and to say the blessings before and after the reading. At Bar/Bat Mitzvah or at Kabbalat Torah young people mark their journey towards Jewish adulthood by reading from the Torah.

When we do something frequently, we often do not pay attention to what it means. We do not always listen to the words we speak or hear. Make a poster advertising the Torah Scroll and the readings from it. Try to include descriptive words and ways in which to attract people to come and hear the words of the Torah.
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
