The Seder Plate
Zaroah 

The shank bone, this is the lamb bone to symbolise the sacrifice of the lamb on the night of Passover. The blood of the lamb was wiped across the door to let the angel of death know that a Jewish family lived there and their lives should be spared.  

Charoset

The cement like mixture representing the work that the Jews did for the Egyptians when they were slaves. 

Karpas

The parsley or herbs used to dip into salt water to represent the hard work that the Jews did for the Egyptians. The salt water represents the tears of the Jewish slaves. 

Betzah

The burnt egg represents the offering that the Jews gave in the temple during holiday times. It also symbolises new life, and the burnt part of the egg reminds us that life must be taken away.

Maror

Bitter herbs remind us of the bitterness of the slavery of the Jews in Egypt.
